


PREFACE AND GREETINGS

Section No. 3 of the Luxemburger Brotherhood again presents to the people
of Cook County and especially to those of Luxemburger birth and extraction its
Annual Schobermesse. For 29 consecutive years; a selected group of staunch,
loyal and self'sacrificing members with the generous support of the Luxemburger
people and their friends, have worked faithfully and diligently, month after
month, to make the necessary arrangements for the Schobermesse; acclaimed to be
the best and largest festival given by any society of its kind in Cook County and
perhaps in the United States.

The success of the Schobermesse. lies unquestionably within itself. Its
magnitude and its popularity, not only amongst the Luxemburger people themselves,
but also among their friends and neighbors, was gradually and justly acquired
through the generous services and the elaborate presentations of amusement features
by the various Schobermesse'Committees.

Mindful of the above facts as well as the established records of success in the
previous years and confronted with the obvious and most deplorable depression
known to the present generation, the Committee never-the4ess started out with full
vigor and determination to arrange this Schobermesse. Taking into consideration
on one hand the general unemployment situation, the many bank failures, the
enormous depreciation of stocks and bonds, the numerous business failures, the
heartrending dispersements of homes, the steadily weakening of the confidence
and the morale of the people; and then on the other hand the loyalty and faith-
fulness of the Luxemburger people to their inherited traits and traditions, their love
for hospitality and companionship, their generous support for all fraternal and
charitable enterprises, and other reasons too numerous to mention; gave the Com'
mittee full assurance and confidence to prepare this Schobermesse for 1932. The
members thereof have devoted with love and kind consideration its talent and its
time to the good cause of charity and the cultivation of the Luxemburger traditions
by presenting this Schobermesse, hoping it will adjust itself in considerate measure
with its predecessors.

We welcome all Luxemburgers and their friends with open arms and open
hearts, we welcome them with joy and a friendly smile.

We dedicate our efforts and our success to our adopted country, the United
States of America, trying to cultivate and transplant the noble virtues of the
Luxemburger people into the American garden of civilization, thereby expressing
our gratitude to both, the United States of America and the Grand Duchy of
Luxembourg. May this entwined friendship blossom forever.
