Ons Heemecht - “ons Vaderland”

The national anthem is made up of the first and last verses of the song
“Ons Heemecht" (*Our Homeland") from 1859, a text by the poet
Michel Lentz, set to music by Jean-Antoine Zinnen.
It was played in public for the first time at a grand ceremony in
Ettelbruck in 1864 and is an ardent call for peace. This anthem
expresses all the joy of a country which had finally found independence
in an atmosphere of harmony and prosperity.
