Text by the poet Michel Lentz
Set to music by Jean-Antoine Zinnen.

Played in public for the first at a grand ceremony in
Erttelbruck in 1864 and is an ardent call for peace.
The anthem expresses all the joy of a country which had
finally found independence, harmony and prosperity.
